PhD in Neuroscience (open-position)

The PhD project aims to investigate the role of the extracellular matrix protein Reelin on
glutamatergic AMPA receptors function in the developing somatosensory cortex. A recent report
of a patient carrying a novel gain-of-function variant of RELN (termed RELN-COLBOS) who
developed resilience against presenilin-linked autosomal-dominant Alzheimer disease has
generated enormous interest. The following techniques will be used in this project: next
generation sequencing, organotypic brain slice cultures, gene gun transfection, whole brain
Golgi staining, reelin conditional knockout mice, confocal microscopy, 3-D neuronal
reconstruction, and bioinformatics.
